Sharon introduced representatives from the Montgomery County Planning Board to discuss the latest updates of the University Boulevard Corridor Plan. Zubin Adrianvala (Zubin.Adrianvala@montgomeryplanning.org gave an overview of the process and went through some of the key initiatives. Then he talked about some of the issues with pedestrian safety. Luis Estrada (Luis.Estrada@montgomeryplanning.org) from the Planning Board addressed phased in changes to traffic patterns, building, and zoning. Many questions were discussed. We have a total of 271 member households which is 16.87% of the neighborhood, which is the highest percentage in years. Loxford and Margate are tied at 21 member houses each (Loxford - 21 out of 135 houses at 15.56%; Margate - 21 out of 50 houses at 42%).  By percentage Pinewood is first at 69.23% (9 out of 13 houses) and Foxglove is second at 50% (2 out of 4 houses).

Other Business
[bookmark: _Hlk200574940]Resident Jeff Lyle has been in contact with folks tied to the sewer line rehabilitation project along the Northwest Branch. He brought up the concern that the project will be taking place soon, with a planned hot water and microplastic curing process, which creates and puts microplastic debris in the waterways. There is a less toxic UV curing process available, and to do that a petition must be created and signed by community residents. He is working on getting more information and potentially starting this process.
